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Municipal waste generated per capita1
This indicator presents the amount of municipal waste generated and it tracks the trend in the generation of waste produced by different human activities. Data refer to waste collected by or on behalf of municipal authorities and landfilled through organized waste collection systems. For areas, which are not covered by a municipal waste scheme an estimate is made on the amount of waste generated. Source of data on municipal waste are the municipal administrations.
As a whole for the period 1999 - 2015 a tendency of reduction of the generated municipal waste per capita is observed. While in 1999 the generated municipal waste per capita amounted to 599 kg/cap./y, in 2014 it is 419 kg/cap./y. At the same time the organized waste collection systems were implemented in new settlements which led to increase of the share of population served by municipal waste collection systems - from 78.6% in 1999 to 99.6 % in 2015.

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1Municipal waste” is the waste resulting from the activities of people in homes, administrative, social and public buildings. Here is also included the waste from commercial outlets, crafts, resort and entertainment facilities, if they are non-hazardous, and at the same time their quantity or composition will not prevent them from being treated together with the household waste.
