Life expectancy at birth
 of the Bulgarian population calculated for the period 2013 - 2015 is 74.5 years. Compared to the previous period (2012 – 2014) it decreased by 0.2 years.
Life expectancy at birth for male population is 71.1 years, while for female it is 6.9 years higher - 78.3 years.

Between 2005 and 2015, the life expectancy at birth increased by 2.0 years both for male and female. 
 Life expectancy of urban population is higher than of the rural one. Compared to 2005, an increase of 2.4 years is observed for the urban population while for rural is remains the same. During the whole period the life expectancy of women is higher than of men both in urban and rural areas.
