The modern approaches used in the health programmes stress on behavioral patterns leading to a decrease of the health risk factors.

Smoking is one of the main causes of death and diseases in society. It is one of the major risk factors for diseases of the circulatory system, lung cancer, chronic bronchitis, etc. 
The indicator is defined as a share of daily smokers among the population the age of 15 years and over. The data source is the 5 years periodicity Health Interview Survey.

The results from the European Health Interview (2014) indicate that the male smokers greatly outnumber the female. The share of male regular smokers is more than two times higher than that of the female regular smokers.

The biggest is the share of regular smokers among male and female in the age group 25 - 44 years.
