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Energy dependency

One of the objectives of Sustainable Development Strategy and of the EU Climate and Energy Package is the security of the energy supply. The increasing European countries’ dependency on the imports of energy introduces the needs of a decreasing consumption of energy, of using local and renewable sources of energy, diversification of the sources and routes of supply of energy from abroad.

Bulgaria is entirely dependent on the imports of crude oil, natural gas and hard coal. The economy’s dependency on energy resources increase until 2008, when it reached the level of 52.5%, followed by a gradual decline and in 2015 it reached 36.7% (assuming the nuclear energy as a local source).
