
Share of new registered and registered brand new vehicles

This indicator is used to measure the renewal of the rolling stock of commercial motor vehicles for freight and passenger transportation. It represents the most active part of the vehicle park which produces the largest amount of greenhouse gases and thus has a vastly impact on the environment and the society, as well as on the road safety.

As of 31.12.2015 the greatest share in the rolling stock of commercial motor vehicles have the cars (82.5%), followed by the lorries and road tractors (11.6%). The buses and coaches were 0.6% and the other vehicles, which include the special purposed vehicles, mopeds and motorcycles were 5.3% of the rolling stock.

In 2015 compared to 2014 an increase of the new registered and the registered brand new motor vehicles by 7.8% and 11.8%, respectively was registered. In comparison with 2014 the new registered freight road vehicles and cars registered a growth - by 14.9% and 7.0% respectively. The registred brand new cars rose in comparisson with the previous year by 3.9% and the brand new freight road vehicles increased by 27.1%. The number of brand new buses and coaches decreased by 8.0%.
