According to ISCED-2011 the lower secondary education includes vocational education leading to acquisition of first level professional qualification after completion of 8th grade. From 2007 to 2013, persons graduated from this education programme were not included in the calculation of the indicator.

The lack of skills and qualification of young people early leaving the education hampers their productivity and competitiveness and causes serious problems on the labour market. Reducing the proportion of early leavers from education and training to less than 10 % by 2020 is one of the key targets of the Europe 2020 strategy.
