I. TERRITORY, AREA AND CLIMATE

The data on geographical coordinates, frontiers, terri-
tory, mountains and their peaks are taken from the Na-
tional Cadastre Centre attached to the Ministry for territo-
rial development, housing policy and construction.

Information on major rivers and lakes as well as infor-
mation on main meteorological stations and other meteo-
rological data is obtained from the National Hydrometeo-
rological Institute attached to Bulgarian Academy of Sci-
ence.

The territory of Bulgaria comprises :

1. The square surface within the land frontiers, coast
line and frontier riverbanks - land area.

2. The square surface of the frontier sea and river is-
lands.

3. The square surface of the territorial waters of frontier
rivers. )

The difference between data on territory and length of
boundary lines published in this Yearbook and those pub-
lished in Statistical Yearbook - 1944 is due to the changes
of boundary lines and using maps of different scale.

The new methods used as a basis of measurement
causes the difference in data on territory in comparison
with those published in Statistical Yearbook - 1986.

The length of the rivers Maritza, Struma, Arda, Tundja
and Mesta is within the territory of Bulgaria.

Il. POPULATION

Data on demographic characteristics of the population
are based on results of the regular population censuses
and intercensal estimates.

Until 1964 data relate to the present-in-area population,
but since 1965 - to the permanent population.

In general, permanent population includes:

- permanent residents of Bulgaria who present in the
country at the reference date (at end of the year or on the
date of the census);

- permanent residents of Bulgaria absent from the
country less than one year at the reference date
(temporarily absent population) .

The temporarily absent population and the emigrants
are excluded from the present-in-area population.

The number of population for the intercensal years until
1946 is estimated on the assumption that it has been
developed in geometrical progression and the following
formula is applied:

(1) 100 (

whereS;jand S, -the number of population respectively
at the beginning and at the end of the relevant period and
n - number of intercensal years.

From 1947 through 1956 populationis evaluated onthe
basis of the population enumerated in 1946 and 1956 using
the figures on natural and migration increase and an
adjustment of the increase in intercensal period (1946 -
1956).For that purpose the following formula is applied:

(S,-8) D,
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where S, - the number of population as of a given date
after the year of first census; D! - increase of population
evaluated by natural and migration increase as of the year
t; S, - S, - population growth between the two censuses
obtained as a difference of the population enumerated in
the two censuses; D_' - population growth between the
two censuses calculated by the natural and migration
increase; T - number of intercensal years.

The adjustment is applied to natural increase only while
the migration is recorded annually, as it is registered, in
the number of population.

The number of population for the years after 1964 is
evaluated as follows:

1. For the censal years (1965,1975,1985,1992) - to the
population enumerated as of reference point of the census
is added the natural and migration increase till the end of
the year.

2. For the intercensal years - to the population at the

end of the previous year is added the natural and migration
increase during the whole year.

Due to the incomplete coverage of external migration,
during the period 1989 - 1992, after the census as of
December 4,1992 a recalculation of the number of
population at the end of the respective year and population
movement coefficients is made according to formula (2).

The territorial allocation of data on population,natural
and migration increase are presented according to the
administrative division at the end of the year.

Territorial distribution of vital events is tabulated on the
basis of place of permanent residence.The relevant vital
events are allocated as follows : births - to the locality of
permanent residence of the infant’s parents; deaths - to
the locality of permanent residence of the dead person;
marriages - to the locality of permanent residence of the
husband; divorces - to the locality of permanent residence
of the husband and wife up to the moment of their actual
separation.

Annual average population is computed as an
arithmetical average between the population calculated
at the beginning and at the end of the year.

The distribution of population by age is calculated using
the method of moving up all ages.

Natural increase is calculated as a difference between
the number of live births and deaths.

Data on natural population movement come from the
national civil registration system.

Migration increase for the country as a whole represents
the difference between the number of immigrants and
emigrants while by region it represents also the difference
between the number of out-migrants to (from) the given
region.After December 1,1965 the internal-migration is
allocated according to the out-migrants permanent
residence.

The 'Births’ includes the number of live born and still-
born infants but excludes abortions.

Considered as live born is an infant who showed any
evidence of life after birth ( such as : breathing, beating of
heart, pulsation of umbilical cord or definite movement of
voluntary muscles) regardless of duration of mother’s
pregnancy.

Considered as still-born is an infant showing no
evidence of life after birth provided that its size is at least
35 cm or pregnancy lasted at least 28 weeks.Abortions
(induced or spontaneous) which are prematurely
interruption of pregnancy are excluded from still-born.

Abortion is defined as any interruption of pregnancy
after which the foetus does not show any evidence of life
and its size is below 35 cm or the duration of gestation is
less than 28 weeks.

The crude birth, death, natural increase, marriage and
divorce rates are computed per annual average
population.



Infant mortality rate is the number of deaths of infants
under one year of age per 1000 live births.

‘Perinatal mortality is the ratio of the total number of still-
born infants and the infants died in the first 6 days of life to
the total number of infants born alive.

Neonatal mortality is the ratio of the number of infants
died to the 27th day of life to the number of infants born
alive.

Post-neonatal mortality is the ratio between the number
of infants died at the age of 28 days up to the age of 1 year
and the number of live born infants decreased by the
number of infants died to the 27th day of life.

Age dependency rate is the ratio between the number of
persons in the ‘'dependent’ age group (according to the UN
methodology - the persons aged 0-15 and 65 and older)
and the number of persons in the 'independent’ age group
of 15-64 years.

Demographic replacement rate is the ratio between the
number of persons in the age group of 15-19 years and
the number of persons aged 60-64 withdrawing from the
working age population.

Abortion rate is the ratio between the number of
abortions and the average number of women at
reproductive ages (from 15t0 49). ltindicates the average
number of abortions per 1000 women at reproductive ages.

Fertility rate is the ratio between the number of infants

born alive and the average number of women at
reproductive ages. It indicates the average number of
infants born alive per 1000 women at reproductive ages in
the respective year.

Net reproduction rate represents the average number
of female oftspring a woman might bear in her reproductive
ages ( from 15 to 49 ) and who would survive to the age
she was at their birth if birth and mortality remain the same
as they were during the respective yeari.e. how many girls
replace a mother under the regime of reproduction in a
given year.

Total fertility rate is a sum of age-specific fertility rates
during the respective year.ltindicates the average number
of children ( boys and girls ) a woman would have during
her reproductive ages according to the age-specific fertility
observed in the reporting year.

Total divorce rate is a sum of the separate marriage-
duration specific divorce rates.lt indicates the probability
of divorce of a person from given nuptial cohort accordingly
the marriage-duration specific divorce rates in the reporting
year.

Expectation of life at birth is defined as the average of
the years that a person is expected to live provided that
mortality level observed,during the period for which
expectation of life is calculated, remains the same through
the person’s entire life.

Ill. EMPLOYMENT

Employed are all persons carrying out certain activities
both in public and private sector and receiving payments
or income. The distribution by branches is according to
the activity of the employed i.e. employed in the prevailing
activity are referred to the enterprise branch and
employed in other activities are referred to the branch
according to their activity.

The members of the armed forces are excluded from
the persons employed.

The annual average number of personnel includes all
persons employed on a labour contract in public
enterprises /state, cooperative,of public, political, religious
organizations, non-profit institutions and etc/.

The allocation of personnel by branches is according
the branch classification of enterprises.

In table 1 and 4 the employed persons in ,Herb
gathering” and ,Hunting and fishing“ are referred to
,Other branches of material production“ up to 1985 and
since 1986 -to ,Forestry“. For 1985 the employed persons
in agricultural aviation are referred to ,Agriculture” and
since 1986 - to ,Transport“. The changes are due to
classification systems.

In this section the annual average number of personnel
includes employed persons in transport, construction and
other activity of municipalities; and up to 1989 - the
employed in associations and corporations, while the
information in the branch sections excludes them.

The number of employed persons in the branch
sections includes only the employees in public sector
(state and cooperative enterprises, enterprises belonging
to public, political and religious organizations).

The annual average number of personnel is estimated
as a mean value from average month number and the
number of months.Each month this number is estimated
as a mean value of the days. The payroll number of
personnel includes all persons working on labour
contracts in an enterprise and all persons who have been
employed at least a day in the main activity or 5 days in
the secondary activity.

Industrial injuries are all work-related injuries and

_illness, if they result in temporary loss of Industrial ability,

disability and death. Occupational iliness are considered
work injuries if they have led to a loss of workdays.

The formulae for calculating the coefficients of
industrial injuries are:

frequency number injuries 4000
coefficient average number
of employed
weight number of lost workdays
coefficient number of recreated injuries

(the recreation refers for recreation
of labcur capability)

In table 8 the number of unemployed persons is
referred to the number of the registered unemployed
persons according to the Ministry of labour and social
affairs.

The consumption of food and non-food products
characterizes the gross consumption of the products, i.e.
includes also that part of the products used for production
of other products consumed in the country (for example:
meat for meat products and tinned meat, milk for dairy
products, fruits and vegetables for canning and others).

The retail price indices up to 1992 are calculated on
the basis of the consumer basket of 1565 commaodities
for the population. The multiple indices by group of com-
modities represent mean arithmetic values using as
weights the data on retail trade turnover in the trade
network in 1990 in value terms and the incomes received
from services rendered to the population during the same
year. Since January 1993 the number of commodities
(goods and services) represented in consumer basket is
1600.

Consumer price indices are calculated on the basis
of data supplied by the monthly survey of retail prices in
trade network and the service agencies using the struc-
ture of household monetary expenditure in 1992,

The overall consumer price index serves as a
measurer of the country’s inflation.

The mean purchasers' price indices are calculated
using data from the statistical survey of the agricultural
production purchased from farm enterprises and private
plots. Subject of this survey are the prices of about 260
vegetable and animal products whose total value
represents the predominant part of the volume of the
entire farm production purchased.

The published information on co-operative market
price indices is based on data of the statistical survey of
free markets in 66 selected cities.

The indices of producers’ prices in state and co-
operative industry are calculated using data from the sta-
tistical price survey of the production sold during the
reference year by state and cooperative industrial
enterprises. The information is based on the classification
of branches of national economy.

Theindex series at constant base are derived by chain
relation i.e as a product of the chain indices. The chain
indices are calculated using the prices of previous
year=100 and weights - the turnover of the reference year.
