Dear users,

I have the pleasure to present the publication ‘Household
Budgets in the Republic of Bulgaria 2015; dedicated to the
90" anniversary of the oldest sample survey in Bulgaria - the
Household Budget Survey.

Its beginning was set in March 1925, when the first monthly
survey of family income and expenditure of the households
of clerks and workers was held. Two years later the first
year-round observation was launched. Until 1951 were
conducted seven surveys that cover certain groups of the
population - households of workers and clerks or households
or peasants. In those surveys the selection of households was
not performed in accordance with the theory of the sample
survey.

The Household Budgets Survey with application of scientific
methods for selection of households in the country began
in 1951. Regular surveys have carried out since 1953. The
method of random (stochastic) selection has been applied.
Until 1961 the selection of households was performed
based on a sectoral basis and did not cover all categories of
households and since 1962 the territorial basis has been used,
and in the samples all households in the country have been
presented.

Over the past 90 years, the Household Budgets Survey was
established as a major source of data on income, expenditure
and consumption of Bulgarian households. Users of
information were the National Assembly, the Presidency,
the executive authorities at national and regional level, the
Bulgarian National Bank, the European institutions and
international organizations, scientific organizations, students
and citizens. Eurostat regularly uses data from this survey for
comparison between Member - States of the European Union.

Since 2015 the Information System ‘Infostat’ has provided
access to much of the information on household budgets
which enables users to independently download online
reports with statistical data. In honor of the anniversary NSI
provide online access to the digital collection ‘Household
budgets’

The publication ‘Household Budgets in the Republic of
Bulgaria is not only a set of data, but also a portrait of the life
of the Bulgarian households and contributes for increasing
consumer awareness for the socio-economic processes in
Bulgaria.

I would like to thank all households that over the years have
participated in the Household Budget Survey, and those who
are to cooperate with the Survey.

Thanks to all experts at the National Statistical Institute for
their devoted work in the collection, processing and analysis
of information from the Household Budgets Survey.

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METHODOLOGY AND ORGANIZATION OF
THE HOUSEHOLD BUDGET SURVEY

In Bulgaria the beginning of the survey of the
household budgets with the implementation of
scientific methods for selection of households dates
back to 1951. Regular surveys have been conducted
since 1953. Prior to this period surveys were
conducted covering only separate groups of the
population - households of workers and employees
and households of farmers. For these surveys the
selection of the households was not done according
to the theory of sample surveys.

According to the applied methods for
household selection the survey of household
budgets in more recent times can be divided into
two periods. The first period covers the years from
1953 to 1961 and the second one from 1962 until
the present time. During these two periods the
random (stochastic) selection of the households
was used. During the first period the selection
was done on the basis of the economic branch
principle and it did not include all categories of
households. During the second period this was
done on a territorial principle and all categories of
households have been represented in the sample.
Because of differences in the selection and coverage
of households the data from the household budget
surveys from these two periods are not comparable.

The main objective of the household budget
survey is to get reliable and scientifically founded
data on the income, expenditure, consumption
and other elements of the living standard of the
population as well as changes which were occurred
during the years.

The unit of observation is every randomly
chosen ordinary household irrespective of the
number of members and their material and
personal status.

- Two or more persons who live in one
dwelling or part of a dwelling, having their meals
together and having a common budget irrespective
of the fact whether they are relatives. Persons who
are temporarily absent are considered members
of the household - children, students, as well as
persons treated in hospitals, sanatoria and other
health establishments.

Persons who have left the household and have
formed a new household and those who have left
for an institutional household are not considered
members of the initial household.

Institutional households are not studied by
the household budgets survey.

The general population from which the
sample for the survey is formed comprises all the
households in the country.

When forming the sample a two stage cluster’s
sampling on a territorial principle is implemented
as follows:

- at the first stage the census enumeration
areas (clusters) are selected using the lists compiled
for Population and Housing Census;

- at the second stage the households to be
surveyed are identified.

Up to 2009 the selection of territorial units
is done with a probability proportional to their
size. Since 2010 non-proportional selection has
been applied in order to produce more accurate
sample data in the small regions where the
minimum quarter size of the sample include no
less 72 households at the expense of decrease of the
number of households in the large regions - Sofia
(stolitsa), Plovdiv and Varna.

In the selected enumeration areas (clusters)
lists of the household are prepared and they
are arranged into ascending order, depending
on the number of persons. This indicator has a
close correlation with the surveyed indicators -
income, expenditure and consumption per capita.
6 households from these lists are chosen from each
cluster with a selection step.

2003 - 2009 period was 3 000 households. Since
2010 the sample size has been 3 060 households
divided in three sub-samples each containing 1 020
households. Each sub-sample is surveyed one
month per quarter by application of the method of
rotation sample. Each household participates in the
survey four months during the 12-month period.

The household budget survey applies
the principle of the voluntary participation of
households which had randomly come into the
sample. Every randomly selected household which
is not willing or is not able to cooperate is replaced
with another from the same cluster and with the
same number of members.

1 513 replacements of households were made
in 2015. The number and the relative share of the
replaced households in the sample are shown in
Table 1 according to the reasons.

« total daily monetary expenditure per month
for food products, non-food products, services and
others;

+ all monetary incomes from working salary,
social insurance, home production and others;

« supply in kind and use of food products
and non-food goods;

« manufactured raw materials and products
obtained from the processing;

« information about the members of the
household - days of absence, number of people
who had meals, changes concerning the household
or its members.

Since 2010 the households have kept a record
in retrospective forms on:

« irregular expenditure on non-foods during
the previous two months;

+ some irregular income during the previous
two months.

The interviewers visit the household twice
a month. During these visits they have a detailed
conversation with the members of the household,
check the completeness and reliability of the data
entered into the diary.

The household data is processed at the
Regional Statistical Offices. The aggregation is
done at NSI headquarter.

Since 2010 the main variables of income,
expenditure and consumption have estimated
quarterly and yearly and they have presented in the
form of average values and relative shares.

The deciles grouping is done according to the
indicator ‘total income per capita’ and ten groups
containing approximately equal number of persons
are obtained as a result.

Since 1999 household expenditure has
structured according to the requirements of
the international classification of consumer
expenditure - COICOP adopted by Eurostat.
Consumer expenditure groups are formed
according to the definitions of COICOP.

New classification on household income
is introduced in 2008 regarding the Eurostat
requirements. Position ‘Gross income’ is separated
including mainly regular income. ‘Income
from self-employment’ includes income from
entrepreneurship and the valued income in kind
from household production. Lump-sum income is
not covered by the gross income and the income
from sales includes former positions - income from
‘household production’ and ‘income from sales of

property.

The data presented in the publication are
burdened with a certain stochastic error due to the
sample character of the survey (Table 2).

Similar tendency is observed in
respect to the nominal expenditure on transport
and communication. Expenditure on transport
increases 3.1 times and their relative share within
the total expenditure varies between 5.3% (in 2004)
and7.2% (in2014).

5. Dwellings, housing conditions and
availability of durables

The HBS gathers additional information on
dwellings, housing conditions and availability of
durables. Thus, better description of the household
standard of living could be done.

Data show that in 2015 89.5% of households
are living in own dwelling and 6.7% are living
in dwellings free of rent. 3.8% of the observed
households are living in rented dwellings - 2.8% of
the households pay free rent and 1.0% municipal
rent. 8.3% of the households also possess a second
dwelling.

91.4% of households are living in dwellings
constructed prior to 1990 and 71.1% of dwellings
were built within the 1961 - 1990 period. 20.3%
of the dwellings were constructed prior to 1961.
Households living in new dwellings (constructed
after 2001) represent 4.4%.

More than 2/3 of the households (68.4%) are
living in dwellings with two and three rooms. In
urban areas such dwellings are 73.5% of all. In rural
areas 62.2% of dwellings have three or four rooms.

22.4% of the households possess garage (19.2%
in urban areas and 32.5% - in rural areas).

80.3% of the households have electricity,
running water, sewerage, bathroom and toilet in
their dwellings. There are considerable discrepancies
in respect to the availability of the above mentioned
facilities between urban and rural areas. In rural areas
sewerage is available in only 43.7% of the dwellings,
while in urban areas this percent is 2.2 times higher -
95.7%.

66.0% of the rural households and 97.2% of the
urban households have toilets inside the dwelling.

22.0% of the country dwellings have central
heating - 28.8% in urban areas and 0.3% in rural
areas respectively.

51.9% of the observed households possess car
and 4.1% of households possess two or more cars.
17.9% of households cannot afford a car and 29.6%
do not need one.

Amongst the durables, those that are most
spread are TV sets - 98.9% of households have TV
and 29.4% of households have two and more TV
sets.

Refrigerators and freezers take the second
place - 97.9% of the households (98.4% - in urban
areas and 96.7% - in rural) possess refrigerator
and/or freezer.

Washing machines possess 91.9% of the
households. 5.3% cannot afford such machine and
2.8% do not need it.

Without a telephone (non-mobile or mobile)
are 2.4% of the households. 5.6% possess only a
non-mobile telephone and 59.4% - only a mobile
phone (households possessing two and more mobile
phones are prevailing). 32.6% of the observed
households possess both types of telephones.
