PREFACE

The present publication contains data from the
representative Structure of Earnings Survey for 2010
(SES 2010) carried out by the National Statistical
Institute of Bulgaria. The SES 2010 is the third of
a series of four-yearly surveys to be conducted
under the Council Regulation (EC) No 530/1999,
the Commission Regulation (EC) No 1916/2000
(amended) and the Commission Regulation (EC)
No 1738/2005. The objective of this legislation
is to provide accurate and harmonized data on
earnings in EU Member States for policy-making
and research purposes. The results could be usefull
as well for the aims of the firm strategy on human
resources management.

The publication consists of three main parts:

e Methodological notes - represented are the
applied methods, main methodological characteristics
and definitions used in the survey.

¢ Main results from the Structure of Earnings
Survey 2010 - an analytical overview is done by
the main determinants of level and distribution of
earnings.

o Tables with detailed results from the survey
in three sections: I. Hourly earnings of employees
under labour contract in October 2010; II. Monthly
earnings of employees under labour contract in
October 2010; III. Annual earnings of employees
under labour contract in 2010. Published are data
on number of employees, average gross earnings -
total and by subcomponents, medians of gross
earnings, average net earnings, coefficients of
variation of the estimate of the total gross earnings.
The data are structured by the main characteristics
of the employees (gender, mode of employment,
occupation etc.) and of the enterprises (economic
activity, size etc.).

The data from the 2010 Structure of Earnings
Survey are relatively comparable with the average
gross earnings data and data on number of
employees from the other surveys carried out
by NSI, producing the same indicators. It is due
mainly to the specific coverage of the survey in
terms of the observed economic activities (B to
S sections of NACE Rev. 2) and population of
employees (only these that received remuneration
and working under labour contract in the
reference month) as well as specific adjustments
performed to obtain monthly and annual data.

The Structure of Earnings Survey (SES) for 2010 is
carried out for the third time with afour-year periodicity
according to the Council Regulation N530/1999, the
Commission Regulation N1916/2000 (amended) and
the Commission Regulation N1738/2005.

1. Goal of the survey

The Structure of Earnings Survey is aimed to
give detailed and comparable at European Union
level information on distribution and relationships
between the level of remuneration, individual
characteristics of employees and these of their
employer.

2. Object, scope and units of the survey

Objects of the survey are: characteristics
of employer (enterprise, local unit) - number of
employees in the local unit, type of ownership,
existence and type of collective pay agreement,
size of the enterprise; individual characteristics of
employees - age, sex, educational level, occupation,
length of service, mode of employment (full-time/
part-time), type of employment contract, annual
gross earnings, annual bonuses, annual payments
in kind, annual days of paid holiday leave, monthly
gross earnings, earningsrelated to overtime, earnings
related to shift work, employee’s compulsory social
security contributions and income tax, number
of paid monthly hours, number of paid overtime
hours.

7. Main definitions

Employees are all persons who have a direct
employment contract with their employer and
receive remuneration in cash or in kind for certain
quality and quantity of work done, irrespective of
the type of work performed, the number of working
hours (full or part-time) and the duration of the
employment contract (fixed or indefinite).

Other categories of workers included are:

- seasonal or occasional workers who are
working pre-defined hours on a contractual basis
with the local unit or the enterprise;

- apprenticesand trainees with an employment
contract with the reporting unit;

- outworkers, but only if there is an explicit
agreement that they are remunerated on the basis of
the amount of hours worked;

Part-time employees (half-day, half-week,
half-month) are those whose regular working hours
(daily, weekly, monthly) is less then collectively
agreed or customary hours for the observed local
unit or occupational group.

Gross earnings are the remuneration in
cash paid to the employee directly and regularly
by the employer at the time of each pay period,
before deductions of any tax and social security
contributions payable by employee and withheld by
the employer.

The gross monthly earnings of employees
include:

- basic wage or salary for work done or time
worked in the reference month;

- earnings related to annual paid holiday leave
and other periods of absences paid for entirely by
the employer at a full rate;

- payment for overtime work;

- special payment for shift work - night shifts,
week-end or public-holiday shifts;

- payments for seniority, harmful and other
specific working conditions, high personal
qualification or other collectively or individually
agreed additional payments;

- bonuses and gratuities paid regularly in each
pay period, even if the amount varies from month
to month.

The following are not included:

- payments paid in this period but relating to
other periods, such as advances, or pay for holiday
or sickness absence outside reference period;

- periodic bonuses and gratuities not paid
regularly at each pay date;

- payments for periods of absence paid by
the employer at a reduced rate; all allowances and
benefits paid by insurance funds (for sickness and
maternity);

Annual paid holiday leave includes annual total
ofall normal paid-leave days entitled to the employee
for the calendar 2010 as agreed in the employment
contract with the employer. The duration of annual
paid holiday leave is in working days. Excluded are
not taken days of annual paid leave lasted from
previous years.

Paid hours cover the total number of normal
and overtime hours to which the gross monthly
earnings in the reference month relate. The number
of paid hours includes: actually worked normal
hours, worked and paid overtime hours, hours not
worked but nevertheless paid by the employer at a
full rate (annual leave, work stoppages and other
hours paid such as for medical examinations). Hours
not worked and paid at a reduced rate are excluded.

Normal working hours are the number of
hours, which the employee is obliged to work in the
reference month under the terms of the employment
contract, regulation or rules in force in the local unit.

Economic activity is defined by the type of the
production or services performed by the observed
unit. The economic activity is coded at 4-digit level of
the Classification of Economic Activities - 2008, which
is fully compliant with the European classification
NACE Rev. 2.

Structure of earnings 2010

Collective paid agreements arrange more
favorable employment conditions for employees
than those set by the law. The existence and the type
of the collective paid agreement is defined according
to this whether or what collective provisions cover
more than 50% from employees in the local unit or
enterprise. According to the acting Labour Code the
collective paid agreements are concluded at single
enterprise level, individual branch or industry level
and for individual industries in individual regions.

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MAIN RESULTS FROM THE
STRUCTURE OF EARNINGS SURVEY IN
REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA IN 2010

1. General Overview

The survey results relate to a population from
2 272 500 employees under labour contract. In
October 2010 the average gross hourly earnings are
3.81 BGN and the average gross monthly earnings
are 603 BGN. The average gross annual earnings in
2010 are 8 137 BGN.

In the total number of employees 48% are men
and 52% are women. The percentage of men who
are manual workers (the so called “blue collars” -
ISCO - 08 major groups 6, 7, 8 and 9) is 50%. On
the contrary, among women 75% are “white collars”
(i.e. non-manual workers - ISCO - 08 major groups
1, 2, 3,4 and 5). Approximately 12% are part-time
employees of which 46% work in small enterprises
with 1 to 9 employees.

The gross hourly earnings of full-time employees
are 3.89 BGN and the gross hourly earnings of
part-time employees are 34% lower (2.57 BGN).
The pay inequality by gender is higher for the full-
time workers - the gross hourly earnings of full-
time females are 3.61 BGN and represent 86% from
the earnings of full-time males who earn 4.18 BGN
per hour (Figure 1). Such difference is not observed
as regards part-time workers - the average hourly
earnings of females and males are almost identical,
2.55BGNand 2.60 BGN correspondingly. To make a
meaningful analysis of the gender pay gap one has to
consider the individual characteristics of employees
along with characteristics of their employers.

Approximately, 34% of employees work in
Industry (sections B to F of NACE Rev.2) and the rest
66% are in Services (sections G to S of NACE Rev.2).
In public sector are occupied 25% of employees
and in the private sector 75% of employees in the
observed population (Table 1). While in the public
sector 90% of the persons are engaged in Services, in
the private sector distribution of employees is more
even - 42% are in Industry and 58% in Services.

In the private sector the estimated gross hourly
earnings are 3.64 BGN which is 16% lower than the
average hourly earnings in the public sector (Table 1).
Employees in Services earn 9% more per hour then
employees in industrial sector.

The regional review of the results (at level 1
of NUTS classification) shows that in South-West
and South Central Bulgaria are engaged 57% of
employees and average hourly earnings are 22%
higher than in North and South-East Bulgaria. This
is explainable due to the fact that in the region are
situated the capital city of Bulgaria and the second
largest city in the country - Plovdiv.

Thelargestnumber of employeesin the surveyed
population (26%) is concentrated in the enterprises
with personnel between 50 and 249 employees where
the average gross monthly earnings are 610 BGN.
The bigger employers as a rule pay higher remunerations -

the more people are working in the enterprise the
average level of earnings is raising (Figure 2). The
average gross monthly earnings of full-time workers
in the enterprises with 1 000 and more employees are
911 BGN and are 51% higher than the average for
the country. On the contrary side are enterprises with
number of employees between 1 and 9 where 20% of
employees from the surveyed population are engaged
and the average monthly earnings (383 BGN) are
36% lower than the total average.

About 32% of employees in the observed
population are covered in 2010 by collective pay
agreement (Table2). From therest 68% of workers, not
covered by a collective pay agreement, approximately
54% are employed by units with employees between
1 and 49. For employees covered by collective pay
agreement the gross hourly earnings are 4.26 BGN
and are 19% higher than earnings of those not
covered. The difference is more pronounced for male
employees where the hourly earning of the non-
covered are 3.76 BGN which represents 77% of the
hourly earnings of covered employees. The hourly
earnings of the non-covered female employees are
3.76 BGN, which is 90% of the earnings of those
covered by collective pay agreement.

Economic activities in which the collective
pay agreements have the largest coverage are in
sections “Education” and “Electricity, gas, steam
and air conditioning supply” - correspondingly 90%
of employees in the first and 86% of employees in
the latter sector. Other activities with coverage of
collective pay agreement over 50% are in sections
“Mining and quarrying” (82%), “Human health and
social work activities” (64%), “Transportation and
storage” (56%) and “Water supply, sewerage, waste
management and remediation activities” (55%).
The least coverage of collective pay agreement is
observed in section “Wholesale and retail trade;
repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles” - only
8% of employees are covered which is mainly
due to prevailing share of small businesses (1 to 9
employees) in these economic activities.

About 90.7% of employees in the surveyed
population have a contract of indefinite duration.
The rest 9.3% have a fixed-term contract of which
approximately 0.03% are apprentices and with

2. Earnings by economic activities

The overview of hourly earnings by NACE Rev.2
sections shows significant diversions from the total
mean value for all economic activities covered in the
survey (figure 3). The biggest difference is observed in
sections “Information and communication” (8.00 BGN
per hour) and “Electricity, gas, steam and air
conditioning supply” (7.65 BGN per hour) - in both
cases hourly earnings are more than twice as much as
the total average. Less but still much pronounced is
this difference for section “Financial and insurance
activities” where the hourly earnings is 90% higher
than the total average and in section “Mining and
quarrying” - 52% higher. The lowest remuneration
per hour is in section “Accommodation and food
service activities” - 2.42 BGN (36% lower than
the total average) and section “Administrative and
support service activities” - 2.56 BGN (33% lower
than the average).

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At about 60% lower is the average hourly
earnings of part-time employees compared
to earnings of full-time employees in section
“Mining and quarrying”. Part-time employees are
comparatively most equally paid in section “Arts,
entertainment and recreation” where their hourly
earnings represent 90% from hourly earnings of the
full-time workers. As exceptions could be pointed
section “Human health and social work activities”
where part-time workers earn 46% more than full-
time workers.

The average gross monthly earnings of full-
time females represent 86% from gross monthly
earnings of full-time males (figure 4). The gender
pay gap is most pronounced in section “Human
health and social work activities” where full-time
females earn 25% less per month than men and 26%
less per year (Figure 5). Whereas at national level
gender pay inequality is in favor of men, the review
of results by economic activities shows that in some
sections women are better paid - e.g. in section
“Administrative and support service activities”
women are paid for their labour 16% higher per
month than men and 17% more per year. Another
example for equal payment of women is section
“Construction” where their monthly earnings are
on average 3% higher than earnings of men and
the annual earnings are 1% higher. Inequality of
the average earnings does not mean necessarily that
men and women with same occupation and same
experience are paid differently. As it was pointed
above, for a proper analysis of gender pay gap a
closer look has to be made at the key determinants
of earnings - occupation, educational level,
experience, working time, economic activity, size of
the enterprise.

3. Earnings by occupations

Conventionally, better are paid occupations
presuming higher qualification, educational level and
responsibilities. At first place are managers (ISCO - 08
major group 1) with gross hourly earnings 8.34 BGN,
followed by professionals (ISCO - 08 major group 2)
who earn 5.55 BGN per hour and technicians and
associate professionals (ISCO - 08 major group 3) with
4.82 BGN per hour (Figure 6). The lowest paid are
the female employees in major group 9 “Elementary
occupations” - 2.22 BGN per hour. The best-paid
manual workers are males from major group 7 “Craft
and related trades workers” whose average gross hourly
earnings is 3.68 BGN. When comparing hourly
earnings of part-time workers to the earnings of full-
timers the largest difference could be seen in major
group 3 “Technicians and associate professionals”
where gross hourly earnings of part-time workers
are 30% less than hourly earnings of the full-timers.
On the contrary side are employees from major
group “Professionals” for whom the average hourly
earnings of part-timers (5.08 BGN) is only 9% under
the hourly pay of full-timers (5.56 BGN).

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The gross monthly earnings of full-time
managers in major group 1 are 1 417 BGN and
are more than twice as high as the average for all
occupations (Figure 7). Above the average are also
monthly earnings of major groups 2 and 3. The
largest gender pay inequality is observed in major
group 2 “Professionals” where monthly earnings of
women are at about 70% compared to the earnings
of men. In major groups 4, 5 and 9 the pay difference
in favour of men is up to 5% and in major group 6
“Skilled agricultural, forestry and fishery workers”
women earn 7% more per month than men.

The relative sizes of the annual earnings of full-
time employees by occupations compared to the
total average are similar to these observed when
gross monthly earning are analyzed (Figure 8). In
major groups “Service and sales workers”, “Skilled
agricultural, forestry and fishery workers” and
“Elementary occupations” are observed the lowest
annual earnings which represents less than 60%
from the total average.

Typically the level of earnings is in positive
correlation to the level of completed education.
As a proof of this rule, the best paid are employees
with educational degree “doctor”. Their gross hourly
earnings are 8.26 BGN per hour and are twice as high
as the total average (Figure 9). At the next place are
employees with educational degree “bachelor” and
“master” with average hourly earnings 5.96 BGN
or 56% above the average. When considering part-
time employees the gap by educational levels is even
more pronounced. The workers with primary or
lower education are with the lowest average hourly

earnings - 2.48 BGN which is 35% less than the total
average. Employees with upper secondary education
represent 60% from total surveyed population and
earn on average 2.99 BGN per hour or 22% lower
than the total average.

The average monthly earnings and the average
annual earnings of full-time female employees are
lower than these of the males for all educational levels
(Figure 10). The most significant is this difference
for women with upper secondary education whose
gross monthly earnings is 27% less than the monthly
earnings of men with the same educational level.

5. Earnings by age and length of service

The age and the practical knowledge and skills
of doing an occupation are among the determinants
that influence level of employees’ earnings. Figure 11
illustrates the deviation from the total average gross
monthly earnings by gender and age groups and
Figure 12 - by gender and length of service in the
enterprise.

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The full-time male employees in the youngest
age group - up to 20 years old received on average
483 BGN per month, which is 32% less than the total
average for the males. Correspondingly, full-time
females in this group receive 405 BGN, which is 33%
less than the total average earnings for the females. In
the surveyed population the largest share have persons
at age between 30 and 39 years (26%) and these at age
of between 40 and 49 years (25.8%). For the groups
up to the age of 39 years, both men and women have
average monthly earnings below the corresponding
total average. Only for the employees at age of 40
years and more the average monthly earnings, for
both sexes, are above the national average.

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A similar correlation can be found between
level of earnings and length of service with one and
the same employer. The relative level of earnings
tends to rise along with the gain of more professional
experience. Only the first two groups of employees
with less years of length of service (under 1 year and
between 1 and 5 years) receive earnings lower than
the total average. However to these groups belong
approximately 70% of all employees. The highest are
the monthly earnings of employees with length of
service in the enterprise between 15 and 20 years -
841 BGN or 28% higher than the total average.

In the Structure of Earnings Survey 2010
are observed the following variables, which have an
influence on the level of gross monthly earnings:

- total number of paid monthly hours;

paid monthly overtime hours;

earnings related to overtime;

earnings related to shift work.

On average 5% of full-time employees in the
surveyed population have received additional
remuneration for the overtime work done in
October 2010. Whilst the monthly earnings of full-
time employees without any overtime hours are 2%
lower than the average the gross monthly earnings of
employees with overtime hours between 1 and 5 are
23% higher and the monthly earnings of employees
with overtime hours between 26 and 30 are 48%
higher than the total average. As it can be seen
(Figure 13) the more the number of overtime hours
is the level of gross monthly earnings is growing
along with the relative share of overtime pay. For the
group with less overtime hours (between 1 and 5)
the overtime pay makes up to 2.4% of gross monthly
earnings and for the last group (with 31 and more
overtime hours) this share reach on average 25.5%.

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received earnings related to shift work. Similarly
to the overtime pay, this component has positive
correlation to the level of gross monthly earnings.
Its relative share varies on average between 0.5 to 9%
along with the increase of its absolute value.

On the other hand the net monthly earning
is a function mainly from 3 determinants:

- level of gross monthly earnings;

- level of employees compulsory social
security contributions;

- level of tax deductions payable on the
employee’s monthly earnings.

According to the survey results in October
2010 the average net monthly earnings are 479 BGN
which is 79.4% of gross earnings, personal social
security contributions are on average 71 BGN
(11.7%) and the average tax level is 53 BGN (8.8%).

In the Figure 14 are illustrated relative shares of
net monthly earnings, social security contributions
and personal tax depending on the level of gross
monthly earnings. The surveyed population is
provisorily divided by three parts depending on
the level of the gross monthly earnings: (1) under
240 BGN - the statutory national minimum wage in
2010; (2) 240 to 2 000 BGN; (3) 2 000 BGN and more.
In 2010 the rate of statutory personal social security
contributions is 12.1% on the insurance income,
the maximum insurance income is 2 000" BGN
and the personal tax rate is 10% on the taxable base
(taxable income minus personal social security
contributions). In the first group the average gross
monthly earnings are 157 BGN. In this low-income
group, with earnings up to 240 BGN per month,
the relative share of the net earnings is lowest -
78.2% due to the highest percentage of the social
security contributions - 13.2%. This is explainable
by the fact that in this group are included mainly
part-time employees and full-time employees
whose gross monthly earnings are lower than the
stipulated minimum insurance income for the
corresponding economic activity of the employer
and the corresponding occupation of the employee.
The third group with income above the maximum
insurance threshold is with largest relative share of
the net earnings (82.9%) and average gross monthly
earnings at 3 079 BGN, the social contributions
are with lowest share - 7.9% and the personal tax

Variables covered in the 2010 survey enable
analysis of few components of labour remuneration
that give information on employment conditions
and which make influence on level of gross annual
earnings (making up more than 20% of annual
earnings in certain economic activities):

- irregular remunerations as bonuses and
other cash allowances;

- annual payments in kind;

- earnings for annual paid holiday leave.

The relative shares of the above mentioned
components of the gross annual earnings of

employees are represented in Figure 15 by sections
of economic activities.

Approximately 27% of employees in the surveyed
population have received irregular payments in
2010. The highest amount of irregular bonuses are
observed in section “Electricity, gas, steam and air
conditioning supply” - on average 1 712 BGN per
person, that is 8.7% from the annual gross earnings.
The second highest are irregular payments in section
“Information and communication” with 1 591 BGN
irregular bonuses (8.7%). The highest relative share
of irregular bonuses is observed in sections “Public
administration and defence; compulsory social
security” and “Financial and insurance activities” -
correspondingly 9.3% (on average 1 005 BGN) and
9.2% (on average 1 497 BGN). The lowest is the
average amount of irregular payments in section
“Accommodation and food service activities” - 38 BGN,
representing only 0.8% of annual earnings.

Annual payments in kind are made available to
nearly 26.5% from the employees in 2010, mainly in
economic activities with more pronounced coverage
of the collective pay agreement. At first place is
section “Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning
supply” where annual payments in kind are on
average 2 333 BGN and represent 11.9% of the
annual gross earnings, the next lower are sections
“Mining and quarrying” with 1 281 BGN (9.5%),
“Water supply, sewerage, waste management and
remediation activities” - with 563 BGN (7.3%)
and “Transportation and storage” - with 557 BGN
(6.3%).

The highest cost for time not worked is paid by
employers in section “Electricity, gas, steam and air
conditioning supply” - on average 1 955 BGN per year
with average duration of the annual paid leave of 31
days. Expectably, in section “Education” employees
have the longest duration of annual paid holiday
leave - 44 days and the average level of earnings for
paid annual holiday leave is 1 434 BGN or 16.2% of
total annual earnings. On the opposite side is section
“Accommodation and food service activities” where
the annual paid holiday leave is approximately 20
days for which the average earnings are 340 BGN or
7.6% from the annual gross earnings.

7. Distribution of earnings

In Figure 16 are represented distributions
of gross monthly and net monthly earnings of
employees and in Figure 17 - the distribution of
gross annual earnings. The figures illustrate that
the distributions are in different extent skewed to
the right. An indicator for this is the fact that mean
values are higher than the medians at all breakdowns
of the quantitative and qualitative variables covered
in the survey.

The highest relative frequency (12.2%) have
employees with gross monthly earnings between 300
and 350 BGN and these with gross monthly earnings
between 350 and 400 BGN (11.4%). The situation is
more different when the net earnings are considered.
With highest relative share (15.4%) are employees with
net earnings between 250 and 300 BGN per month.
The next lower by its share (14.2%) is the group of
employees whose net earnings fall below 200 BGN
per month. While by bands of gross earnings nearly
2.6% of employees receive more than 2 000 BGN per
month, when the net earnings are considered in these
band fall only 1.5% of employees.

The distribution of gross annual earnings of full-
time employees is more even in the left part compared
to the distribution of gross monthly earnings. About
3.7% of employees have gross annual earnings up to
2 000 BGN in 2010. The highest relative frequency
(9.5%) have employees with annual earnings between
4000 and 4 500 BGN. Approximately the same share
(9.1%) have employees from the preceding group
with earnings between 3 500 and 4 000 BGN. In the
groups up to 12 000 BGN women have prevailing
share and above this limit the relative share of men
is larger. It is interesting to note the non-negligible
share of 5.6% of employees (app. 110 thousands)
with annual earnings above 20 000 BGN, of which
63% are men.

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The cumulative frequency distribution is
another method for presentation of employees’
earnings distribution. The basic advantage of
this method is that information is given about
distribution of surveyed population up to and
above certain value. In Figure 18 is represented the
cumulative distribution of gross annual earnings.

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A conventional tool for graphical representation
of inequality of income distribution is the Lorenz
curve. In Figure 19 is shown the Lorenz curve
built on the base of distribution of employees’
gross annual earnings in 2010. In the graph on the
horizontal axis is plotted the surveyed population
of employees in percentage and on the vertical axis
is plotted employees’ income (earnings lump sum)
in percentage. The diagonal straight 45-degree
line is the line of perfect equality and presents the
perfect situation in which all employees receive
equal earnings. The real inequality in earnings
distribution is depicted by the Lorenz curve that
shows at each point what percentage of employees
receive the corresponding share of total earnings
and consequently the extent of inequality of
earnings distribution. As much the curve is bended
as higher is the extent of inequality and vice versa -
the less bended curve situated next to the diagonal
means less inequality. In the lower part of the graph
are presented the lower paid employees and in the

The real size of inequality in earnings
distribution is presented by the area between the
line of the perfect equality and the Lorenz curve.
From the image on Figure 19 it is visible that 50%
of employees receive approximately 25% of total
earnings and the highest paid 10% of employees
receive a bit more than 30% of total earnings.

The size of inequality depicted by the Lorenz
curve is measured by the Gini coefficient. When
expressed in percentages the Gini coefficient
results in Gini index. Both indicators are measure
of unevenness of given statistical distribution and
have values between 0 and 1 (or 100% when index
is concerned). A value of 1 (100%), expresses
maximal inequality while values closer to 0, express
higher degree of evenness in income distribution.

Earnings Survey the Gini index is 39%, consequently
Bulgaria could be classified as a country with
moderate earnings distribution inequality.

The relative differences in the dispersion
of earnings can be measured by dividing the
surveyed population of employees, ranged usually
in ascending order by the values of earnings, in
decile groups. Each decile group contains 10% of
employees. An indicator for dispersion of earnings
is for example, the ratio between the ninth decile
point D9 (above which value are the earnings of the
best-paid 10% of employees) and first decile point
D1 (below which are earnings of the lowest-paid
10% of employees). In Figure 20 are presented the
interdecile ratios (D9/D1) of gross hourly, monthly
and annual earnings by mode of employment and
gender.

Calculations show moderate by its size
inequality between richest and poorest 10% of
employees in the surveyed population. The largest
gap between the ninth and the first deciles can be
found in annual earnings - 4.5 times. This could
be explained to an extent with the fact that annual
earnings include irregular bonuses, which are
more significant part in the earnings of high-paid
employees. More unevenly are distributed the
earnings of full-time male employees as earnings of
the highest-paid employees are 5.1 times more than
earnings of employees from first decile group. For
female full-time employees the difference is nearly
four times. The interdecile ratio of earnings of part-
timers as a whole is lower - approximately three
times.
