METHODOLOGICAL BASIS OF
EDUCATION STATISTICS

1. Legal Basis

Education statistics is constructed on the
basis of Regulation No. 452/2008 of the European
Parliament and of the Council concerning the
production and development of statistics on
education and lifelong learning, the current legal acts
in Bulgaria in the area of education, the International
Standard Classification of Education - revision 2011
(ISCED 2011), and the concomitant methodological
instructions. At the same time, the main part of
the methodology is formed by the methodological
documents of Eurostat, which are connected with
the preparation of data and filling in the so called
UOE annual education questionnaire (a joint
questionnaire of UNESCO, OECD and Eurostat).

The basic legal and official acts in the
Republic of Bulgaria which are directly applied to
the methodology and organization of the current
statistical surveys are: the Statistics Act, the Pre-
school and School Education Act, the Law on
Vocational Education and Training, the Higher
Education Act and the Development of academic
staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act.

2. Main Statistical Surveys

The National Statistical Institute conducts
yearly exhaustive surveys that characterize the
activity of the educational institutions:

o Pre-primary education in kindergartens
and preparatory groups at schools (education level
ISCED - 0). From the school year 2021/2022, the NSI
has switched to the use of administrative data on pre-
school education from the National Electronic System
for Pre-school and School Education (NESPSE). The
Ministry of Education and Science (MES) organizes
the management of NESPSE and maintains an
electronic archive of information and documents
in electronic format in the system of pre-school
and school education, which is organized through
electronic information modules and registers in

Since 2023, there is a break in the
time series due to a change of the data source.
The Register of all students enrolled, students
interrupted their studies and graduates has been
used as a data source for the PhD students.

4, Main Statistical Units and their
Breakdowns of Characteristics

4.1. Students enrolled (children at
kindergartens, pupils, students, PhD students)

4.1.1. Definition

A pupil/student is every person enrolled in an
educational program of formal education according
to ISCED. Formal education includes educational
programmes implemented in legitimate educational
institutions created according to the existing legal
order. PhD students in scientific organizations are
also included.

NSI with its surveys is aiming to determine
the number of students in the education system
as of a given date of observation. This is the
basis for calculating the internationally accepted
indicator ‘Participation Rate of the Population in
the Education System, which represents the relative
share of students enrolled from a certain age group
in relation to the number of the constant population
of the country in the same age group. According
to the recommendations for filling in the UOE
questionnaire, each country should make efforts
to obtain the exact number of students enrolled,
without counting twice those who are enrolled in
two educational programmes simultaneously, i.e.,
annually the number of students enrolled should
be obtained and not the number of enrolments.

4.1.2. Main breakdowns of characteristics

The main breakdowns of characteristics
for collecting and publishing data on students
enrolled are: sex, year of birth, grade, repeating
a grade, level of education, mode of attendance,
type, profile and location of the school, profession/
specialty studied, citizenship and country of prior
education (for tertiary education), studying of
foreign languages (for basic and upper secondary
education).

sex, year of birth, mode of attendance, type, profile
and location of the school, profession/specialty
taught, level of education attained (basic or upper
secondary), level of professional qualification
attained, education and qualification degree (for
tertiary education) and citizenship (for students in
tertiary education).

4.3. Teachers/Teaching staff
4.3.1. Definition

The teachers (teaching staft) are officials who
directly conduct the training sessions according
to curriculum. Directors and deputy directors in
basic and upper secondary education are observed
separately although a great part of them may have
lecturing functions as well.

4.3.2. Main breakdowns of characteristics

The main breakdowns of characteristics for
collecting and publishing data on teachers are: sex,
age (5-year age groups), education level completed,
education level for teaching, type and location of
the school, type of employment - full- or part-time.

Teachers in basic and upper secondary
education are grouped by levels of teaching and by
programme orientation (general or vocational).
If the same teachers have teaching activity at
different levels they are assigned to the level, in
which they have the predominant number of
teaching hours.

Vocational education data include teachers of
vocational classes in general education schools until
the school year 2020/2021 while from the school
year 2021/2022 these teachers are presented with
the general education schools data.

5. Educational Institutions

Type of the educational institutions and their
characteristics, defined by different criteria are part
of the essential breakdowns of characteristics for
the enrolments and the personnel.

5.1. Definition

An educational institution is defined as
a centre taking independent decisions, which
performs education services for persons and
organizations and is created according to the
regulations of the law. This means that the
institution has a manager (director, rector or
another manager), i.e., this is an independent
educational institution. Dependent educational
institutions are branches or units known under
other names which are typically subordinate to an
independent institution.

Educational institutions are those, which
directly perform training according to educational
programs with students in organized classes
(groups) at place or by a distant mode of attendance.
Self-training persons and enterprises conducting
qualification courses, language training and others
do not come into the scope of the definition of
educational institution.

The main results from the National Statistical
Institute (NSI) annual comprehensive surveys
characterizing the activity of educational institutions
are as follows:

« In 2024/2025 school year, in pre-primary
education (kindergartens and preparatory groups
at schools) were enrolled 217.2 thousand children;

o As of 31.12.2024, there were 2 329 schools
operating in the country, with 713.5 thousand
students enrolled.

o In 2024, the number of basic education
graduates was 59.8 thousand students and the
number of upper-secondary education graduates
was 43.4 thousand students.

o In 2024/2025 academic year, there were
203.5 thousand students enrolled at the different
tertiary education levels (professional bachelor,
bachelor and master’s).

o Asof 31.12.2024, for acquiring a doctor’s
educational and scientific degree in the country,
5 029 persons were trained, of whom 574 were
foreign citizens.

Pre-primary education

As of 31.12.2024, in the country were
functioning 1 830 independent kindergartens,
of which 125 private. In pre-primary education,
conducted in kindergartens and preparatory groups
at schools, there were enrolled 217.2 thousand
children, of whom 51.4% were boys.

The coverage of children at this education
level estimated by the group net enrolment rate' for
the 2024/2025 school year was 88.6%. The highest
was in Smolyan district (98.7%) and the lowest - in
Sliven district (72.7%).

The average number of children in an
independent kindergarten in the country was 119,
as in the urban areas it was significantly larger (152)
than in the rural areas (62).

In 2024/2025 school year, 6 596 children were
enrolled in private educational institutions, or 3.0%
of the total number of children in pre-primary
education.

The teaching personnel employed in pre-
primary education were 20.9 thousand persons.
Kindergarten teachers were 86.2% of all personnel
in pre-primary education.

School education

As of 31.12.2024, there were 2 329 schools
operating in the country, including 129 primary
schools, 1 110 basic schools, 70 integrated schools,
114 upper secondary schools, 505 secondary
schools, 21 schools of arts, 25 sports schools, and
355 vocational gymnasiums. Compared with the
previous year, the total number of schools decreased
by 12.

The number of students enrolled in all types of
schools was 713.5 thousand, of which 15.8 thousand
were enrolled in private schools. On average, there were
21 students per class in public schools and 14 in private
schools.

A total of 169.4 thousand students were enrolled
in vocational programmes, with boys accounting for
the majority - 58.4% of the total.

The coverage of school education, calculated
through the group net enrolment rate’ for the 2024/2025
school year, was:

o 92.7% for the primary education;

o 89.6% for the lower secondary;

o 84.7% for the upper secondary.

The rate for the upper secondary education
was 85.8% for boys and 83.5% for girls, with regional
variations ranging from 93.1% in district Sofia (stolitsa)
to 57.2% in district Sliven.

In 2024, 59.8 thousand students graduated
from basic education, and 43.4 thousand graduated
from secondary education.

During the 2024/2025 school year, there were
69.2 thousand teachers (including principals and
deputy principals with teaching responsibilities)
across all types of schools. Of these, 69.6% held
a master’s degree. The teaching profession is
predominantly female, women accounting for 82.1%
of all teachers. One-third of the teaching staft were
aged 55 or above.

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Vocational training for adults

In vocational training programmes against
payment for acquiring a level of professional
qualification at vocational training centres and
schools in 2024 were enrolled 12.1 thousand
students aged 16 years or more. According to the
level of professional qualification, their distribution
was as follows: first level - 3.7 thousand, second
level - 2.9 thousand, and third level - 5.5 thousand
persons.

A total of 787 students were enrolled in
professional colleges to acquire a fourth-level
professional qualification. The most numerous
were those studying specialties in the field of Public
security services (272 students) and Personal
services (251).

Tertiary education

In 2024/2025 academic year, the number of
students enrolled in Bulgaria for all educational-
qualification degrees (professional bachelor’,
bachelor’s, master’s and doctor’s) was 208.5
thousand.

Colleges (Professional bachelor’s educational-
qualification degree)

In 2024/2025 academic year, for acquiring a
professional bachelor’s educational-qualification
degree, at colleges, there were enrolled 6 422
students of whom 89.2% were Bulgarian citizens.
Out of the total number of students at colleges,
1 130 persons, or 17.6%, were enrolled at private
institutions.

The largest share of foreign students came
from Greece - 20.0%, followed by the United
Kingdom - 13.7%, Ukraine - 10.7%, Germany -
9.5%, and Italy - 6.3%. The foreign students in the
country choose mainly health-related studies, as
61.5% of them were studying specialties in this
field and 45.8% of the total number were studying
Medicine.

In 2024, a total of 46.2 thousand persons
graduated from universities and specialised
higher schools in the country, of whom 23.0
thousand with a bachelor’s and 23.2 thousand
with a master’s degree.
