
Investment (total, business and public)

The indicator refers to the share of investment in total production. Acquisitions of capital goods such as buildings, machinery and transport equipment determine to a large extent the future economic development of the society by increasing the capital stock - both physical and human. 

For the period 2000 - 2008 the investment share in GDP shows a  increase from 16.8% in 2000 to 33.0% in 2008. Since 2009 the investment share in GDP has shown a decrease, which is mainly due to cut in business investments (from 27.9% in 2009 to 21.0% in 2015). The average share of investment in GDP during the period 2000 - 2015 is 22.9%.
