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Persons regularly using the Internet (every day or at least once a week)
Information and communication technologies (ICT) are having an increasing economic and social impact. The use of Internet for different kinds of activities like communications, e-banking, e-commerce, e-education, e-learning and e-Government impacts on the social and economical processes in the country and gives the citizens possibility to direct access to information, digital services and makes communications easier. 
The NSI data clearly outline the tendency of growth of the regular usage of internet by individuals and of the creation of preconditions for sustainable development of ICT sector in the country. The share of people taking advantage of the opportunities, facilities and the invaluable information resource of the global network is increased annually at a rapid pace.

In 2016 more than half (58.1%) of all individuals aged 16-74 years have used regularly internet and in comparison to the previous year an increase of 3.5 percentage points for individuals who had taken advantage from global network every day or at least once a week was registered. The most active web users were young people between 16 and 24 years and 87.2% of them surf the Internet every day or at least once a week.
