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People living in jobless households
Considering the structure of the households affected by unemployment is of great importance. The fact that none of the members of the household are working can lead to worsening of the household’s well-being and restricting the access to services in the fields of health, education, justice, culture, sport.

In the period 2003 - 2008 a decreasing tendency of the share of children (0 - 17) and adults (18 - 59) living in jobless households was observed and in the end of the period the share of the people aged 18 - 59 years living in jobless households was near the EU-28 average. In the following two years - 2009 and 2010, an increase of this indicator was registered for the both age groups and up to 2013 the values of this indicator remained almost the same. In   2015, 15.9% of children aged 0 - 17 were living in households where no one worked and for the persons in the age group 18 - 59 that percentage was 12.2%.
