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Persons with low educational attainment by age groups

Low educational attainment is regarded as a barrier to both personal and professional development. Low-level education decreases employability, reduces the quality of employment and increases the risk of poverty and social exclusion. 
Between 2003 and  2015 a tendency towards increasing of the educational attainment of the population in active working age (25 - 64 years) was observed - the share of the population with upper secondary and tertiary education increased and the share of the population with lower secondary education and less decreased. The share of persons with at most lower secondary education decreased by 10.7 percentage points - from 28.8% in 2003 to 18.1% in 2015.

The decrease in the proportion of people with low education between 2003 and  2015 referred to all age groups, but the changes were most significant for the age group 55 - 64 where the proportion of people with at most lower secondary education droped more than twice, from 46.2%  to 21.8% respectively. 
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
