
Share of international carriages in railway transport
The share of international carriages in railway transport reflects the current orientation of railway transport - predominantly towards the national market or towards international markets. Thе indicator has a relation with economic development and transport policy of the country.

In 2015 the volume of the performance of railway transport in the national carriages decreased while the international carriages increased. The drop of the inland carriages was 1.7% compared to 2014 while the growth by the international carriages was - 28.8%. 

Compared to 2000 the relative share of the international transport rose from 18.7% to 31.1% in 2015, while the national transport decreased by 12.5 percentage points. 
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
