	1. Indicator:  Death rate due to chronic diseases

	Short Description:
Unit of measurement:
	This indicator is defined as the standardized death rate due to certain chronic diseases for persons aged less than 65 years, by gender. The following diseases have been considered: malignant neoplasms, diabetes mellitus, ischaemic heart diseases, cerebrovascular diseases, chronic lower respiratory diseases, and chronic liver diseases. As the incidence of chronic diseases varies significantly with age and sex, the indicator is expressed using age-standardized rates which improve comparability over time and between countries, as they adjust raw incidence rates according to a standard European age structure.

	2. Purpose and relevance of the indicator

	Good health contributes to the quality of life and well-being. Human health has a fundamental importance to sustainable development. Although genetic factors are very significant, lifestyle and environmental factors exert major influences on the state of health of population. Many cases of diseases are caused or exacerbated by a small number of risk factors: smoking, obesity, lack of physical activity, poor diet, and alcohol consumption. There are also economic consequences in terms both of the cost of medical care and in the lost productivity.
