	The indicator is calculated by the ratio of persons killed in road accidents during the current year related to the previous year or a given base year. Fatalities include drivers and passengers of road vehicles as well as pedestrians killed within 30 days of the day of the accident.

	2. Purpose and relevance of the indicator

	The indicator measures road safety and presents the variation in the number of fatalities in road accidents. It reflects the quality of road infrastructure, vehicle safety standards, legal framework, law enforcement, and driver behavior. Road safety is an important issue since on average about one thousand people die every year on the roads of Bulgaria. Factors for the large number of fatalities are the old vehicle park, poor quality of road surface, insufficient road signaling at points of high concentration of accidents and last but not least - the behavior on the road. Road safety would increase by improving road infrastructure, by making vehicles safer and by organizing common awareness campaigns in order to change road users’ behavior.
