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INTRODUCTION

The present publication contains data from the representative Structure of Earnings Survey for 2006
(SES 2006) carried out by the National Statistical Institute of Bulgaria. The SES 2006 is the second of a series of
four-yearly surveys to be conducted under the Council Regulation (EC) No 530/1999, the Commission Regulation
(EC) No 1916/2000 (amended) and the Commission Regulation (EC) No 1738/2005. The objective of this
legislation is to provide accurate and harmonized data on earnings in EU Member States for policy-making and
research purposes. The results could be usefull as well for the aims of the firm strategy on human resources
management.

The publication consists of three main parts:

e Methodological notes - represented are the methods and definitions used in the survey.

e Main results from the Structure of Earnings Survey 2006 - an analytical overview is done by the main

determinants of level and distribution of earnings.

e Tables with detailed results from the survey in three sections: 1. Monthly earnings of employees under

labour contract in October 2006; 2. Hourly earnings of employees under labour contract in October
2006; 3. Annual earnings of employees under labour contract in 2006. Published are data on number of
employees, average gross earnings - total and by subcomponents, medians of gross earnings, average
net earnings, coefficients of variation of the estimate of the total gross earnings. The data are structured
by the main characteristics of the employees (gender, mode of employment, occupation etc.) and of the
enterprises (economic activity, size etc.).

The methodology, the analytical overview and the project of the publication are developed by Tanya
Alexandrova - Chief Expert in the Employment and Earnings Division of NSI. In the process of data validation
and data editing form the Employment and Earnings Division have worked: Rumiana Doneva - Head of Division,
Jordanka Vlaeva, Emilia Milosheva, Goritsa Bakalova, Dora Koteva, Tania Danailova, Todor Davidkov, Daniel
Peichev. The initial data collection and processing was completed thanks to the high professionalism and efforts
of experts in the 28 regional offices of NSI.

While interpreting the results in this publication the methodological peculiarities and coverage of the
survey should be taken into consideration.

The data from the 2006 Structure of Earnings Survey are poorly comparable with the average
gross earnings data and data on number of employees from the other surveys carried out by NSI producing
the same indicators. It is due mainly to the specific coverage of the survey in terms of the observed
economic activities (C to O sections of NACE) and population of employees (only these that received
remuneration and working under labour contract in the reference month), as well as specific adjustments
per formed to obtain monthly and annual data.

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METHODOLOGYCAL NOTES

1. Goal of the survey

The Structure of Earnings Survey is aimed to give detailed and comparable at European Union level
information on distribution and relationships between the level of remuneration, individual characteristics of
employees and these of their employer.

2. Object, scope and units of the survey

Objects of the survey are: characteristics of employer (enterprise, local unit) - number of employees in
the local unit, type of ownership, existence and type of collective pay agreement, size of the enterprise; individual
characteristics of employees - age, sex, educational level, occupation, length of service, mode of employment
(full-time/part-time), working hours per day, working days per week, type of employment contract, annual
gross earnings, annual bonuses, annual payments in kind, annual days of paid holiday leave, monthly gross
earnings, earnings related to overtime, earnings related to shift work, employee's compulsory social security
contributions and income tax, number of paid monthly hours, number of paid overtime hours.

Statistical units of the survey:
® [.ocal units with one or more employees belonging to enterprises with one or more employees.
® Employees with earnings during October 2006.

Scope of the survey

Economic activities covered: Mining and quarrying (C), Manufacturing (D), Electricity, gas and water
supply (E), Construction (F), Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles, motorcycles and personal and
household goods (G), Hotels and restaurants (H), Transport, storage and communications (I), Financial
intermediation (J), Real estate, renting and business activities (K), Public administration; compulsory social
security (L), Education (M), Health and social work (N) and Other community, social and personal service
activities (O).

Size of the enterprises covered: enterprises with 1 and more employees.

3. Reference periods
The reference year is the calendar 2006. For representative month is approved October as being the
month that is least affected by absences owing to annual leave or public holidays.

4. Periodicity
The survey is to be carried out once per four years.

5. Sampling design and sampling size
The sampling procedure used for the SES contains two stages. In the first stage, a stratified random
sample of local units without replacement is drawn. Stratification criteria used include:
e cconomic activity (at the 2-digit level of NACE Rev.1.1);
e the number of employees in the local unit :
- 1to 9 employees;
- 10 to 49 employees;
- 50 to 249 employees;
- 250 to 499 employees;
- 500 to 999 employees;
- 1000 and more employees.
e regional breakdown - level 1 of national Classification of Territorial Units for Statistical Purposes, in
force since 2005:
BGI1 - North Bulgaria
BG?2 - South Bulgaria.
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At the second stage, a systematic sample of employees is taken within each of the selected local units.

At the first sampling stage 14 200 local units were selected, from which 11 757 responded units provided
data for approximately 187 000 employees.

6. Method of data collection

Survey tools used for purposes of data collection are as follows:

1. Dispatch note to the each respondent about the purposes of the survey

2. Statistical questionnaire: part A collecting information for sampled local units and part B collecting
information for each sampled employee.

3. Explanatory notes for sampling of employees within the local units and instructions on information
required.

The SES questionnaire was developed on paper and in electronic format, uploaded on the official web
page of NSI.

7. Main definitions
Employees are all persons who have a direct employment contract with their employer and receive
remuneration in cash or in kind for certain quality and quantity of work done, irrespective of the type of work
performed, the number of working hours (full or part-time) and the duration of the employment contract (fixed
or indefinite). Other categories of workers included:
- apprentices and trainees with an employment contract with the reporting unit;
- seasonal or occasional workers who are working pre-defined hours on a contractual basis with the local
unit or the enterprise;
- outworkers, but only if there is an explicit agreement that they are remunerated on the basis of the
amount of hours worked;
- employees on maternity leave as long as they receive remuneration from the employer.
Categories of workers, which are excluded:
- employees without an employment contract with the enterprise/local unit;
- apprentices and trainees without an employment contract with the reporting unit (and who are consid-
ered to be government employees);
- seasonal or occasional workers which are employed without pre-defined working hours;
- persons wholly remunerated by way of fees, or commission;
- members of the board of directors of the enterprise;
- unpaid owners or directors or managers (who are paid by way of profit share or fee);
- employees of the observation unit who have been permanently working abroad (i.e. for more than one
year) in an affiliated company;
- the self-employed;
- family workers;
- voluntary workers.
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Full-time employees are those whose regular working hours are the same as collectively agreed or
customary hours worked in the observed local unit or for certain occupational groups. In case of shift work the
total number of weekly or monthly working hours should be taken into consideration.

Part-time employees (half-day, half-week, half-month) are those whose regular working hours (daily,
weekly, monthly) is less then collectively agreed or customary hours for the observed local unit or occupational

group.

Gross earnings are the remuneration in cash paid to the employee directly and regularly by the employer
at the time of each pay period, before deductions of any tax and social security contributions payable by em-
ployee and withheld by the employer.

The gross monthly earnings of employees include:

- basic wage or salary for work done or time worked in the reference month;

- earnings related to annual paid holiday leave and other periods of absences paid for entirely by the
employer at a full rate;

- payment for overtime work;

- special payment for shift work - night shifts, week-end or public-holiday shifts;

- payments for seniority, harmful and other specific working conditions, high personal qualification or
other collectively or individually agreed additional payments;

- bonuses and gratuities paid regularly in each pay period, even if the amount varies from month to
month.

The following are not included:

- payments paid in this period but relating to other periods, such as advances, or pay for holiday or
sickness absence outside reference period;

- periodic bonuses and gratuities not paid regularly at each pay date;

- payments for periods of absence paid by the employer at a reduced rate;
statutory family allowances;
the value of benefits in kind;

- allowances for work clothes or tools;

- reimbursements or payments for traveling, subsistence etc. expenses incurred in carrying out the
employer's business.

The annual gross earnings are the total amount of the regular payments in cash received by the em-
ployee for the work performed during the reference year, including:

e thevalue of annual payments in kind (goods and services) made available to employees by employer
like:

- company products - free or at discount;

- meal vouchers;

- clothes;

- free or subsidized: travel to and from work, housing, mobile telephone, parking place, petrol, company
car, dental services, etc.;

e allirregular payments as quarterly bonuses, 13th or 14th salaries and other gratuities not received at
each pay period

e remuneration for annual paid holiday leave.

Annual paid holiday leave includes annual total of all normal paid-leave days entitled to the employee
for the calendar 2006 as agreed in the employment contract with the employer. The duration of annual paid

holiday leave is in working days. Excluded are not taken days of annual paid leave lasted from previous years.

Net earnings are the amount received by the employee after deduction of the tax and compulsory social
security contributions levied on the total gross earning in the reference period.
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Employee social security contributions refer to the total amount of compulsory social security
contributions payable by the employee and witheld by the employer from the total gross earnings in the reference
month, including: health care, old-age pension, sickness, maternity and unemployment.

Excluded are: social contributions paid by the employee for his/her family members; social contributions
for additional pension insurance paid voluntarily by the employee in a private insurance fund.

Employee income tax contribution is the amount of the tax levied on the total gross earnings of the
employee in the reference month after deductions of the compulsory social security contributions and withheld
by the employer according to the acting tax legislation.

Paid hours cover the total number of normal and overtime hours to which the gross monthly earnings in
the reference month relate. The number of paid hours includes: actually worked normal hours, worked and paid
overtime hours, hours not worked but nevertheless paid by the employer at a full rate (annual leave, work
stoppages and other hours paid such as for medical examinations). Hours not worked and paid at a reduced rate
are excluded.

Normal working hours are the number of hours, which the employee is obliged to work in the reference
month under the terms of the employment contract, regulation or rules in force in the local unit.

Economic activity is defined by the type of the production or services performed by the local unit. The
economic activity is coded at 4-digit level of the National Classification of Economic Activities 2003, which is
fully compliant with the European classification NACE, Rev. 1.1.

Collective paid agreements arrange more favorable employment conditions for employees than those
set by the law. The existence and the type of the collective paid agreement is defined according to this whether
or what collective provisions cover more then 50% from employees in the local unit or enterprise. According to
the acting Labour Code the collective paid agreements are concluded at single enterprise level, individual
branch or industry level and for individual industries in individual regions.

Occupations of employees are defined by the content of the work performed in the local unit during the
reference month. The type of the occupation is coded according to the National Classification of Occupations
and Duties 2005, which is consistent with the International Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO-88
(COM)).

Education is defined by the highest level of education and training which the employee has completed
and for which has received certificate or diploma. The National Nomenclature of Educational Levels corresponds
to the requirements of the International Standard Classification of Education (ISCED'97)

Information is collected according to the following ISCED 97 groupings:

e Primary or lower education - corresponding to ISCED 0+1;

e Lowersecondary education - corresponding to ISCED 2;

e Upper secondary education - corresponding to ISCED 3 and 4;

e Higher education, degree “specialist” - corresponding to ISCED 5B;

e Higher education, degrees “bachelor” or “master” - corresponding to ISCED 5A;

® Higher education, degree “doctor” - corresponding to ISCED 6.

Length of service in the enterprise is the number of completed years since the date on which the
employee has entered the enterprise for the first time (in the observed local unit or in another local unit of the
enterprise) up to 31.10.2006.

Type of employment contract - classified in four main categories:

e indefinite duration contract - a contract between the employee and the employer, for which the
actual duration of the contract has not been agreed in advance;

e fixed-term contract - a contract for which there is the intention of the employer and employee that the
duration of the employment relationship is determined by certain conditions such as a definite time schedule for
completion of the work, the completion of a certain task or the return to work of an another employee who was
currently being replaced;

e apprenticeship contracts - specific fixed-duration contracts drawn up between the employer and the
apprentice. The purpose of the contract is to enable the apprentice to acquire practical experience in a specific field;
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e as other is regarded the employment contract between the employee and the employer for work up to
5 days or 40 hours throughout the month, continuously or at intervals, according to the Article 114 of the
Labour Code.

9. Main statistical indicators

The calculated arithmetic means are weighted averages with the total number of employees in the observed
population. The earnings data are in New Bulgarian Levs (BGN).

Quartile points - divide the covered population of employees in 4 equal parts (quartiles), arranged in
advance in ascending (or descending) order by earnings values. The value of each quartile point indicates in
what range fall the values of the earnings of each 25% of employees.

Decile points - divide the covered population of employees in 10 equal parts (deciles), arranged in
advance in ascending (or descending) order by earnings values. The value of each decile point indicates in what
range fall the values of the earnings of each 10% of employees.

Median of gross (monthly, hourly, annual) earnings - takes the value of the gross earnings of the 50th
percentile and is the value below which 50% of all employees fall.

10. Accuracy

For each table with survey results are calculated coefficients of variation (relative standard errors)
concerning total gross earnings as required in the Commission Regulation N 698/2006 concerning quality
evaluation of structural statistics on earnings.

11. Comparability with other surveys

The results from the 2006 Structure of Earnings Survey are relatively comparable with the average gross
earnings data and data on number of employees from the other surveys carried out by NSI with the same
indicators:

1. Quarterly Survey on Number of Employees, Time Worked, Wages and Salaries and Other Labour Costs

2. Annual Survey on Employed Persons, Wages and Salaries and Other Labour Costs

3. Labour Force Survey.

Basic conceptual differences of SES from the above-sited surveys:

Coverage by economic activities: Agricultural sector is excluded (sections A and B).

Target population of employees.: employees with earnings during October 2006, having at least 1 working
day paid by the employer at a full rate. Excluded are all persons without earnings in the reference month but
who are nevertheless in labour relationship with their employer.

Gross monthly earnings: excluded are irregular bonuses and gratuities not paid regularly at each pay
period.

Gross annual earnings: included are annual payments in kind received by employees during the year.

Other methodological characteristics:

- Individual monthly earnings of employees which have been influenced by periods of unpaid absence
(due to sickness, maternity, unpaid leave etc.) or because the employee joint or left the firm during the month,
are grossed-up onto a full-month level. Total gross earnings in the representative month for a 'full month'is
estimated by a coefficient obtained from the ratio between the normal monthly working hours and the total
number of hours actually paid reduced with the number of overtime hours paid in October 2006.

- Individual annual earnings of employees which have been influenced by periods of unpaid absence (due
to sickness, maternity, unpaid leave etc.) or because the employee joint or left the firm during the year, are grossed-
up onto a full-year level. Total gross earnings in the representative year for a 'full year' is estimated by a coefficient
obtained from the ratio between the total number of working weeks (52.14) in the calendar 2006 and the actual
number of weeks to which the annual remuneration relate. In the calculation of average gross earnings are
included only these employees who have received earnings from the sampled local unit at least 30 weeks in the
reference year. In this way the number of employees to which the calculations of average annual gross earnings
relate is reduced with 13 %.

Due to roundations or applied rules for representativeness of the data the sub-totals do not necessarily
sum up the totals.

Comparability with Structure of Earnings 2002

Data from the 2006 SES are not directly compatible with the results from the SES 2002 due to the
following methodological changes:

e In the scope of the 2006 Structure of Earnings Survey are included small enterprises with 1 to 9
employees.

e Incompliance with the new Commission Regulation N 1738/2005 prescribing definitions of the collected
variables, in the total annual gross earnings are included annual payments in kind received by employees in the
reference year.

e Asstratification criteria for the local units sampling procedure is added the regional breakdown - level 1
of NUTS 2003 which divides Bulgaria in to two parts: North and South.

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MAIN RESULTS FROM THE STRUCTURE OF EARNINGS
SURVEY 2006 IN BULGARIA

1. GENERAL OVERVIEW

The survey results relate to a population from 2 293 800 employees under labour contract. In the total
number of employees 49% are men and 51% are women. Approximately 6% are part-time employees of which
41% work in small enterprises with 1 to 9 employees. The percentage of men who are manual workers (the so
called “blue collars” - ISCO major groups 6, 7, 8 and 9) is 60%. On the contrary, among women 68% are “white
collars” (i.e. non-manual workers - ISCO major groups 1, 2, 3,4 and 5).

On average, 40% of full-time employees work in industry (NACE sections C to F) and the rest 60% in
services (NACE sections G to O). For part-time employees this proportion is 17% in “Industry” and 83% in
“Services”.

The gross hourly earnings of full-time employees are 2.14 BGN and the gross hourly earnings of part-
time employees is 32% lower (1.46 BGN). The pay inequality by gender is smaller - the gross hourly earnings
of full-time females represent 88% from the earnings of full-time males who earn 2.28 BGN per hour (figure 1).
This difference is not observed when part-time workers are concerned - the average hourly earnings of females
and males are almost identical, 1.45 BGN and 1.46 BGN correspondingly. To make a meaningful analysis of the
gender pay gap one has to consider the individual characteristics of employees along with characteristics of
their employers.

In the private sector are engaged 71% of employees and the estimated gross hourly earnings is 1.96 BGN
which is 21% lower than the average hourly earnings in the public sector (table 1). Naturally, 90% of employees
from the public sector work in “Services” where section L “Public administration” belongs to. In the private
sector distribution of employees between “Industry” and “Services™ is in more even proportions - correspond-
ingly 52 and 48%.
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The regional review of the results (at level 1 of NUTS 2003) shows that in South Bulgaria are engaged
67% of employees and that average earnings in both “Industry” and “Services” are higher than in North Bulgaria.
This is explainable by the fact that in the region are situated the capital city of Bulgaria, the second largest city
- Plovdiv as well as few more of the larger administrative, economic and cultural centers of the country like
Burgas, Stara Zagora and Blagoevgrad.

The largest number of employees in the surveyed population (28%) is concentrated in the enterprises
with personnel between 50 and 249 employees where the average gross monthly earnings are 342 BGN. The
bigger employers as a rule pay higher remunerations - the more people are working in the enterprise the average
level of earnings is raising (figure 2). The average gross monthly earnings of full-time workers in the enterprises
with 1 000 and more employees are 550 BGN and are more than twice higher than monthly earnings in enterprises
with number of employees between 1 and 9 (253 BGN) where 14.6% of employees from the surveyed population
are engaged. Coverage of the small enterprises in the SES 2006 decreases the total average monthly earnings of
full-time employees by 5% and by 12% for part-time employees.

About 38% of employees in the observed population are covered in 2006 by collective pay agreement
(table 2). From the rest 62% of workers, not covered by a collective pay agreement, approximately 22% are
employed by small units with employees between 1 and 9. For employees covered by collective pay agreement
the gross hourly earnings are 2.59 BGN and are 42 % higher than earnings of those not covered. For male
employees the hourly earning of the non-covered are 1.89 BGN which represents 65% of the hourly earnings of
covered employees. The hourly earnings of the non-covered female employees are 1.75 BGN, which is 75% of
the earnings of those covered by collective pay agreement.

Economic activities in which the collective pay agreements have the largest coverage are in sections
“Electricity, gas and water supply” (E) and “Education” (M) - 95% of employees in both sectors. Other activities
with coverage of collective pay agreement over 50% are in sections “Mining and quarrying” (C) - 80%0; “Transport,
storage and communication” (I) - 57.4%; “Public administration” (L) - 57.1%. The least coverage of collective
pay agreement is observed in section G “Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and personal and
household goods” - only 7.6% of employees which is mainly due to prevailing share of small businesses (1 to 9
employees) in these economic activities.

About 87% of employees in the surveyed population have a contract of indefinite duration. The rest 13%
have a fixed-term contract of which approximately 0.03% are apprentices and with “other” contract (working
up to 40 hours per month) - nearly 0.6% (table 3). The percentage is 88% for full-time workers and for part-
timers - about 71%. The gross hourly earnings for employees having indefinite duration contractis 2.17 BGN
and is 26% higher than hourly earnings of employees having fixed-term contract.

2. EARNINGS BY ECONOMIC ACTIVITIES

The overview of hourly earnings by NACE sections shows significant diversions from the total mean
value for all economic activities covered in the survey (figure 3). The biggest difference is observed in section
“Financial intermediation” (J) where hourly earnings are 4.49 BGN, which is more than twice as much as the
total average. Less but still much pronounced is this difference for section “Electricity, gas and water supply”
(E) where the hourly earnings is 69% higher than the total average and in section “Mining and quarrying” (C) -
67% higher. The lowest is remuneration per hour in section “Hotels and restaurants” (H) - 1.29 BGN (39%
lower than the average) and section “Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and personal and
household goods” (G) - 1.69 BGN (20% lower than the average).

Atabout 50% lower is the average hourly earnings of part-time employees compared to earnings of full-
time employees in section C. Part-time employees are comparatively most equally paid in section “Construction”
(F) where their hourly earnings represent 89% from hourly earnings of the full-time workers. As exceptions
could be pointed section “Financial intermediation” (J) and section “Health and social work” (N) where part-
time workers earn correspondingly 44 and 319 more then full-time workers.

The average gross monthly earnings of full-time females represent 88%6 from gross monthly earnings of
full-time males (figure 4). The gender pay gap is most pronounced in section N where full-time females earn
29% less per month than men and 28% less per year (figure 5). It should be noticed that in some economic
activities women are better paid than men, e.g. in section “Real estate, renting and business activities” (K) they
receive 8% more per month than men and 7% more per year. The priority of women is even more expresswe in
section F where their monthly earnings are on average 13% higher than earnings of men and the annual earnings
are 16% higher. Inequality of the average earnings does not mean necessarily that men and women with same
occupation and same experience are paid differently. As it was pointed above, for a proper analysis of gender
pay gap a closer look has to be made at the key determinants of earnings - occupation, educational level,
experience, working time, economic activity, size of the enterprise.

3. EARNINGS BY OCCUPATIONS

Conventionally, better are paid occupations presuming higher qualification, educational level and
responsibilities. At first place are managers (ISCO major group 1) with gross hourly earnings 4.94 BGN, followed
by professionals (ISCO major group 2) who earn 3.30 BGN per hour and technicians (ISCO major group 3)
with 2.65 BGN per hour (figure 6). The lowest paid are the female employees in major group 5 “Services and
sales workers” - 1.22 BGN per hour. The best-paid manual workers are full-time males from major group “Craft
and related trade workers” (ISCO major group 7) whose average gross hourly earnings is 2.15 BGN. When
comparing hourly earnings of part-time workers to the earnings of full-timers the largest difference between
them could be seen in major groups 7 (“Craft and related trade workers™) and 8 (“Plant and machine operators™).
In these groups the gross hourly earnings of part-time workers represent correspondingly 67 and 65% from
hourly earnings of the full-timers.
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The gross monthly earnings of full-time managers in major group 1 are more than twice as high as the
average for all occupations (figure 7). Above the average are also monthly earnings of professionals and
technicians. The largest gender pay gap is observed in major group 7 where monthly earnings of women are at
about 69% compared to the earnings of men. In major group 4 (“Clerks”) and major group 9 (“Elementary
occupations”) men and women are almost equally paid.

A similar pattern to gross monthly earning can be observed in the annual earnings of full-time employees
when compared to the average gross earnings for all occupations. At the last place by level of annual earnings
are employees in major group 5 with 2 779 BGN per year, that is 44% lower than the total average (figure 8).

4. EARNINGS BY EDUCATION

Typically the level of earnings is in positive correlation to level of completed education. As a proof of this
rule, the best paid are employees with educational degree “doctor”. Their gross hourly earnings are nearly 5
BGN per hour and are twice as high as the total average (figure 9). When considering part-time employees the
gap by educational levels is even more pronounced. It should be noticed that workers with primary or lower
education receive 2% more than these with lower secondary education. Employees with upper secondary education
represent 60% from total surveyed population and earn on average 1.71 BGN per hour or 19% lower than the
total average.

The most equally paid compared to the men are the women working full-time with higher educational
degree “doctor” who receive 9 853 BGN per year, that is only 15% lower (figure 10). On the opposite side are
the female employees with primary or lower education whose gross annual earnings is 31% lower compared to
the earnings of the males.

5. EARNINGS BY AGE AND LENGTH OF SERVICE

The age and the practical knowledge and skills of doing an occupation are among the determinants that
influence level of employees' earnings. Figure 11 illustrates the relative level of gross monthly earnings by
gender and age groups and figure 12 - by gender and length of service in the enterprise. The relative level of
gross monthly earnings is calculated by relation of average earnings for each age group (respectively for the
total, males and females) to the corresponding total average value.

The full-time male employees in the youngest age group - from 15 to 19 years old received on average
230 BGN per month, which is 43% less than the total average for the males. Correspondingly, full-time females
in this group receive 210 BGN, which is 41% less than the total average earnings for the females. Persons at age
between 40 and 49 years have the largest share (27%) in the surveyed population. The relative level of their
monthly earnings is as follows - for the men 8% higher then the total average and for the women 5% higher.

A similar correlation can be found between level of earnings and length of service with one and the same
employer. The relative level of earnings tends to rise along with the gain of more professional experience. Only
the first two groups of employees with less years of length of service (under 1 year and between 1 and 5 years)
receive earnings lower than the total average. However to these groups belong approximately 68% of all
employees.

6. STRUCTURE OF EARNINGS

In the Structure of Earnings Survey 2006 are observed the following variables, which have an influence
on the level of gross monthly earnings:

- total number of paid monthly hours;

- paid monthly overtime hours;

- earnings related to overtime;

- earnings related to shift work.

On average 5% of full-time employees in the surveyed population have received additional remuneration
for the overtime work done in October 2006. Whilst the monthly earnings of full-time employees without any
overtime hours are 3% lower than the average the gross monthly earnings of employees with overtime hours
between 1 and 5 are 47% higher. The monthly earnings of employees with 31 and more overtime hours are more
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than twice as higher as the average. As it can be seen (figure 13) the more the number of overtime hours is the
level of gross monthly earnings is growing along with the relative share of overtime pay. For the group with less
overtime hours (between 1 and 5) the overtime pay makes up to 2% of gross monthly earnings and for the last
group (with 31 and more overtime hours) this share reach on average 25.4%.

Approximately 7% from the employees under labour contract in October 2006 have received earnings
related to shift work. Similarly to the overtime pay, this component has positive correlation to the level of gross
monthly earnings. Its relative share varies on average between 1 to 10 % along with the increase of its absolute
value.

On the other hand the net monthly earning is a function mainly from 3 determinants:

- level of gross monthly earnings;

- level of employee's compulsory social security contribution;

- level of tax deductions payable on the employee's monthly earnings.

In the figure 14 are illustrated the changes in the relative share of net monthly earnings of full-time
employees depending on the level of monthly taxable income' (the gross monthly earnings less the amount of
employee's compulsory social security contributions). The percentage of employees with monthly taxable income
under the non-taxable minimum is 34% of all full-time employees. Their gross monthly earnings are 53% lower
than the average and the relative share of net monthly earnings is nearly 87%. Approximately 10% of employees
are with monthly taxable income higher than 600 BGN. Their gross earnings are nearly 3 times higher than the
total average and the relative share of the net monthly earnings is 73%.

Variables covered in the 2006 SES enable analysis of few components of labour remuneration that give
information on employment conditions and which make influence on level of gross annual earnings (making up
to 25% of annual earnings in certain economic activities):

- irregular remunerations as bonuses and other cash allowances paid at irregular periods during the year;

- annual payments in kind

- earnings for annual paid holiday leave.

The relative shares of the above mentioned components of the gross annual earnings for full-time employees
are represented in figure 15 by sections of economic activities.

Approximately 27% of employees in the surveyed population have received irregular payments in 2006.
The highest amount of irregular bonuses can be seen in section "Financial intermediation" (J) - on average 1 146 BGN
per person, that is 10.7% from the annual gross earnings. The second highest are irregular payments in section
L-905BGN (13.5% from the gross earnings). The lowest is the average amount of irregular bonuses in section
H - 27 BGN, representing only 1.0% of annual earnings.

Annual payments in kind are made available to nearly 30% from the employees in 2006, mainly in
economic activities with more pronounced coverage of the collective pay agreement. At first place is section E
where annual payments in kind represent on average 12.6% of the annual gross earnings, the next lower are
section "Transport, storage and communication" (I) with 11.2% and "Mining and quarrying" with 6.4%.

The highest cost for time not worked is paid by employers in section "Education" (M). The average
duration of annual paid holiday leave for full-time employees in this economic activity is 44 days and the
average level of earnings for paid annual holiday leave is 831 BGN or 16.3 % of annual gross earnings. On the
opposite side is section H where the full-time employees have approximately 20 days of annual paid holiday
leave for which they receive on average 195 BGN or 7.5% from the annual gross earnings.

7. DISTRIBUTION OF EARNINGS

In figure 17 are represented distributions of gross monthly and net monthly earnings of full-time employees
and in figure 18 - the distribution of gross annual earnings. The figures illustrate that the distributions are in
different extent skewed to the right. An indicator for this is the fact that mean values are higher than the medians
at all breakdowns of the quantitative and qualitative variables covered in the survey.

! The data are grouped according to the monthly tax schedule in 2006 set by the Personal Income Tax Act.
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The gross earnings of approximately 31% of full-time employees in October 2006 is between 150 and
200 BGN per month. To this interval belongs the statutory minimum wage for the country in 2006 - 160 BGN.
The situation is more different when the net earnings are considered. About 12% of employees have net earnings
below 150 BGN per month and the biggest share of employees (30.6%) falls in the interval between 150 and
200 BGN. While by bands of gross earnings nearly 13% of employees receive more than 600 BGN per month,
when the net earnings are considered in these bands fall only 6.7% of employees.

The distribution of gross annual earnings of full-time employees is more even in the left part compared to
the distribution of gross monthly earnings. About 8% of full-time employees have gross annual earnings between
1 500 and 2 000 BGN in 2006 having equal proportions of males and females (50% each). In the bands up to
7000 BGN prevails the relative share of women and above this limit the relative share of men is larger - in the
bands with highest earnings it is over 60%.

The relative differences in the dispersion of earnings can be measured by dividing the surveyed population
of employees, ranged usually in ascending order by the values of earnings, in decile groups. Each decile group
contains 10% of employees. An indicator for dispersion of earnings is for example, the ratio between the ninth
decile point D9 (above which value are the earnings of the best-paid 10% of employees) and first decile point
D1 (below which are earnings of the lowest-paid 10% of employees). In figure 16 are presented the interdecile
ratios (D9/D1) of gross hourly, monthly and annual earnings by mode of employment and gender. The largest
gap between the ninth and the first deciles can be found in annual earnings. This could be explained to an extent
with the fact that annual earnings include irregular bonuses, which are more significant part in the earnings of
high-paid employees. More unevenly are distributed the earnings of full-time male employees as earnings of the
highest-paid employees are five times more than earnings of employees from first decile group. For female full-
time employees the difference is nearly four times. The interdecile ratio of earnings of part-timers as a whole is
lower - approximately three times.
