VI. PRICES

The consumer price index numbers are calculated
as arithmetic average weighted with the structure of
household monetary expenditure in 1995.

The general index numbers by groups are presented
in two versions: as index numbers of consumer groups,
each of them reflecting the average change in prices of
a given category of commodities and as index numbers
of main commodity groups: ‘Foods’, Non-Foods' and
‘Services'.

The general consumer price index is accepted to
be the inflation measure for the country.

The average procurement price indices are
calculated using data from a statistical survey of the
agricultural production purchased directly from pro-
ducers (farm enterprises and private farms). Subject of
this survey are the prices of about 260 vegetable and
animal products, whose total value represents the
predominant part of the volume of the whole purchased
farm production.

The producer price indices in industry are calcu-
lated using data from the statistical price survey of the
industrial output realized during the reference year. Since
1992 the indices have been calculated based on monthly
information about the average producer prices of about
995 products and groups of similar products -
representative items, whose total value is over 75 per
cent of the volume of total output produced. Since 1995
the survey includes the prices of industrial production
realized at the internal market.

The surveyed producer prices do not include VAT
(value added tax), excises and subsidies.

The individual average producer price indices
represent the lowest level in the index system. The multiply
indices are average-weighted using since 1995 aswﬂgm _
the realized quantities of the observed products and
groups of similar products during the reference period.
The information is based on the Classification
of National Economy (CBNE'86). '
