XIV. TRANSPORT

Data in chapter ‘Transport' characterize
enterprises in public sector rendering transport services
for payment and are assigned to branch ‘Transport'
according to the 'Unified Register of Enterprises,
Organizations and Institutions’' (BULSTAT). Data on
private transport firms are included in Tables 5 and 6.

Public sector covers state, co-operative and
municipal enterprises, while private sector includes only
private firms with single and double-entry beok-keeping.

Total length of railways (Table 1 and 7) includes
the current way and station's platform lines. Current way
comprises of the length of the rails between stations ‘axes’
and the distance from frontier stations to country's
boundary. The total length of airlines includes the length
of the lines in one direction; the overlapping lines are
measured once.

Since 1995 data on National road network cover
the roads kept by municipalities.

Table 2 comprehends data on motor cars
rendering fright transport services for payment. Special

purpose vehicles without any transport activity are not
included in Table 2.

Table 3 ‘Pipeline transport’ contains data only on
the activity of oil product pipeline.

Data in Tables 5 and 6 do not include recelpts
and expenditure of the budget organizations and offices
in branch ‘Transport’. Receipts and expenditure refer to
the overall activity of the transport enterprises.

Data about railway transport do not include the
administrative railway transport. The length of parz
electrified lines (Table 7) is measured in one
