XXIl. JUSTICE

This chapter comprises data on criminal and
economic offences. The information source is the Ministry
of Internal Affairs.

In the section are published data on crimes
committed and convicted persons, obtained from the
processing of the infoermation of the regional courts
proceedings in penal cases. Excluded are data on the
results of proceedings of the Supreme court and the
martial courts.

The number of the crimes and the convicted
persons referring to a certain reporting year covers those
cases in which the sentence has come into force in the
same year,

The indicator ‘Crimes with penalty inflicted' (Table 3)
covers all crimes, irrespective of the number of persons
who committed the crime.

The indicator ‘Persons accused' (Table 5) covers
convicted persons, convicted on probation, acquitted
persons, discharged persons and persons with
proceedings suspended.

The indicator ‘Persons convicted' (Table 6) covers
all persons convicted, including probationary convicted
persons.

The age of the convicted persons is shown in turned
age. The data for convicted persons include underaged
persons from 14 to 17 years old (17 years 11 months and
29 days).

The crime rate is the number of the convicted
persons per 100000 average annual amenable
population. The amenable population is the pnmle,ﬁqn
aged 14 years and over. : ". 1ok
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
