XIV.SMALL- AND MEDIUM-SIZED ENTERPRISES

Data in this chapter cover the reported nonfinancial
énterprises with less than 250 persons employed in 2000.
The 12 activity groupings are aggregated on the basis of
National Classification of Economic Activities (NCEA).
Private farms which do not have statute of enterprises are
not included in branch ‘Agriculture, forestry and fishing'
Variation groupings by size of enterprises in ;erms of
émployed are in compliance with particularities of natipnal
legislation, according to which small- and medium-sized
énterprises are those with less than 100 employed. They
dre also in compliance with international standards,
covering in addition those enterprises with more than 100
but less than 250 employed.

Data for operaling revenues and expenditures are
derived from Annual accounting report for revenues and
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expenditures, line ‘Total for group I'. Data about tangible
fixed assets of the enterprises with double entry
accounting are received from the assets of the balance
sheet - book value on line ‘Total for group I' and those
enterprises with single entry accounting - from
statistical report for tangible fixed assets - an annex to
annual accounting report for revenues and expenditure
these enterprises.

In regional aspect a breakdown of six economic
planning regions is used. Regional data are compiled on
the basis of aggregation of economic variables of the
enterprises. Thus, data for enterprises with establishments
located in other economic region comprise the results of
these establishments. e
