XX. COMMUNICATIONS

Data in this chapter characterize the activity of
the enterprises in the public sector of the 'Communica-
lions' branch, with the exception of data in the Tables .5
and 6 where the information about the private sector is
also included.

Post network covers post, telegraph and telephone
IPTT) stations in towns and villages as well as the post
agencies only in the villages.

Post tracks in kilometres do not account for the
'8al length of the corresponding transport tracks between
PTT stations, but the communication tract that may cover
Several times one and the same transport track.

The decrease of intervillage pillar telephone and
'elegraph (TT) tracks is due to the development of the
Nlersettiement TT cable network.
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The capacity of the settlements' telephone
exchanges measured with the number of installed phone
posts and predialers does not include the capacity of
institutional telephone exchanges. The number of the
telephone posts includes the installed direct, party-line
and supplementary telephone apparatus to the
settlements' and institutional telephone exchanges.

The number of pension orders is also included in
monetary transfers.

The number of trunk-calls includes only the
ordered calls (excl. automatically dialled calls).

More detailed information about communications
can be found in the specialized publication ‘Transport
and Communications', issued by the NSI every five years.
